A New School Building

My name is Sarah and I’'m a student at Langleys School. Last week was a great week, as we were able
to move into our new school building! It's an amazing place, as the builders have used wood for the
whole thing, just like in our old school, but it’s also one of the first in my country designed to be
really environmentally friendly. The school took months to build, so we saw it all happening.
